The competition is open to photographers aged 18 and above and all experience levels
residing in the WANA region.

-You may submit only one project that has not been previously presented or officially
published as a complete project, and that has not received funding through a grant or
institutional award.

Eligible Countries: Algeria, Bahrain, Egypt, Iraq, Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Libya,
Morocco, Oman, Palestine, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, South Sudan, Sudan, Syria, Tunisia,

Turkey, United Arab Emirates, Yemen.

You are eligible to apply if you are from and/or residing in the WANA region (with a
valid residency card)

Image Submission:

- All Project images should be compiled in one pdf file.

-A powerpoint with the 20 images along with the title and description with each image
can be saved and shared as pdf.

Number of Entries:

Each participant is allowed to submit one (1) in-progress or incomplete photography
project only. Multiple submission forms are not permitted.

Disqualification Criteria:

- Images containing nudity, sexually explicit content, or content that promotes hate,
violence, or discrimination will be automatically disqualified.

- Any form of plagiarism or copyright infringement will result in disqualification.

- Submissions that do not adhere to the technical or content guidelines may be removed
without notice.

1. The Participant hereby acknowledges and agrees to perform and deliver to QMA all
required works and deliverables, in accordance with all the requirements outlined above
and subject to the Terms and Conditions stipulated.

2. The Participant shall retain full legal title to and ownership of the submitted work._All
intellectual property rights that arise out of or in connection with the submitted work, shall
be retained by the Participant.

3. The Participant hereby agrees to grant QMA and its affiliates (including Tasweer) a non-
exclusive, royalty-free, revocable, non-assignable, non-sublicensable and worldwide
license, to use, reproduce, promote and distribute the submitted work or images of it for
promotional, non-commercial, documentation and promotional purposes related to
initiatives, projects, or programs organized by QMA and its affiliates (including Tasweer),
through QMA and its’ affiliates websites and social media platform. QMA shall ensure
proper that attribution and credits are given to the Participant.

1. The Participant further agrees to grant QMA and its affiliates (including Tasweer) a non-
exclusive, royalty-free, revocable, non-assignable, non-sublicensable and worldwide
license, to use, reproduce, promote and distribute the submitted work for digital and
printed publication. QMA shall ensure that attribution and credits are given to the
Participant for every use. The Participant will be notified in advance for any print
publication by Tasweer. The Participant reserves the right to review and modify the
reproduction of the artwork in print publications.

2. The Participant has the right to terminate its non-exclusive license granted to QMA and
its affiliates (including Tasweer), following a signed termination agreement
between QMA and the Participant. From the date of the signed termination agreement,
QMA will have a 90-day grace period prior to ceasing the use of the image. If a
publication is in development before the signing of the termination
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agreement, Tasweer shall have the right to continue the publication of the image
digitally or in print. All past use of the image, prior to the termination of the license, will
not be taken down, QMA/Tasweer reserves the right to maintain published assets on its
digital platforms. However, QMA/Tasweer shall not use the image for any purpose
following the termination agreement signature date.

QMA and its affiliates (including Tasweer) shall not reproduce the artwork or
any images of it for commercial purposes; including for merchandising or selling
purposes.

The Participant represents and warrants that the submitted work shall be original, new and
his/her own creation. QMA shall not be liable for any third parties’ claims of copyright
infringements, privacy violations or failure to obtain any required clearances.

QMA and its affiliates (including Tasweer) agrees to raise awareness on artist’s rights and
use its digital platform as a place to advocate the protection of artworks and the rights of
artists. However, QMA will not be liable for any misuse of the artwork by a third-party.

If, during or after the Open Call, QMA determines that the Participant has violated any
applicable copyright laws in Qatar, QMA reserves the right to disqualify the Participant
and/or require the Participant to return the awarded prize.

The Participant shall not submit a work that is defamatory, offensive, discriminatory,
politically sensitive, or that disrespects religious or cultural values. QMA reserves the right,
at its sole discretion, to reject any submission that it considers to be in breach of this term.

The winning Participant shall be entitled to a financial award of [30,000] QR, subject to a
valid invoice submitted to QMA, along with an official bank letter of the Participant bank
account. Payment shall be made by QMA within 45 days, the 45 days for payment
processing will start once the work is completed and all required documents and invoice
are submitted .Subject to QMA policy, payments will only be processed via bank transfer.
Cash payment and Western Union are not accepted.
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Upon conclusion of the Open Call, the Participant shall be free to use the submitted work
with third parties, provided that the Participant shall ensure that QMA is credited,
whenever the work is displayed, or otherwise communicated to the public.

QMA shall not be held liable for any injuries sustained by the Participant during his
participation, arising from or in connection with misuse of QMA facilities, negligence, or
failure to comply with QMA’s policies or any of the terms and conditions stated herein.

All submissions may be stored, archived and digitally preserved for the purpose of
performing the Open Call project and reference to QMA past projects. Submissions will be
published in accordance with the Terms and Conditions stated herein, and subject to the
applicable laws and legislations of state of Qatar.

All personal data collected will be solely used for the purpose of performing the Open Call
project. In the event of non-nomination of the Participant, or upon conclusion of the Open
Call; all personal data will no longer be used, except as may be necessary required for legal,
audit and reference purposes.
